Almost exclusively 40’ cars. 50’ cars messed up the spotting at freight houses. 

Trap Cars: moved directly from manufacturer or mail order shipper warehouse to the regional freight house or transload facility.

Ferry Cars: moved freight from railroad’s freight house to that of another. 

Peddler Cars: used for branch line pick-ups and deliveries. 
Reefers: used to deliver perishable lcl. Also used for clean dry shipments going west and south away from major produce consuming areas. Note: 14’ higher floor, small doors (4-5’wide, 6’5” high), reduced capacity.

Stop-OFf Cars: not lcl., freight shipped from one client to multiple destinations for partial unloading.
Route Cars: not lcl., reefers operated by meat packers to deliver fresh meat to butches along a specific route. 

Rail – Truck coordinated operations began in the mid 1930s.

Trailer On Flat Car began in early-mid 1950s.
